. Trapping period (Feb–June) 

 

1. Ensure cooperation between stakeholders.  
2. Coordinate control activities across properties—broad participation 

is critical! 
3. Ensure effective local management and proactive decision making. 
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4. Integrate control techniques. 
5. Conduct key wild dog control activities during the autumn months.  
6. Spring baiting may protect stock during key lambing and calving 

seasons. but control must be properly coordinated to ensure young 
dogs do not recolonise vacated territories.
